In Vietham, more than 1,000 bears live on farms
across the country. They're held in cages for their bile,
a brownish-yellow liquid stored in their gall bladders,
which is extracted using catheters for use as a
common ingredient in Asian traditional medicine to
treat liver and kidney disease.

In the 1990s, bear farms mushroomed across Vietnam
in response to the growing demand for bear bile.
These farms in theory were meant to reduce pressure
on wild bears. In 2005, bile extraction was made
illegal, but bear farms continue to persist in the
country, mainly due to a loophole allowing people to
keep the bears they already had.

We interviewed 66 bear bile farmers in
Vietnam, and found that consumers
continue to favour bile from wild bears over
farmed ones. This is because both the
farmers and consumers consider farmed
bear bile to be of poorer quality, which they
attribute to high extraction rates of bile
from farmed bears and the poor quality of
food the animals eat in captivity. This
perception is reflected in the price that
consumers are willing to pay: bile from wild-
caught bears fetches up to 12 times higher
prices than that from farmed ones.

Nearly 95 percent of the farmers who were
interviewed said that breeding bears in
captivity was difficult and usually
unsuccessful. So they tended to rely on
restocking their farms with bears from the
wild, which were cheaper to acquire
through hunting methods like snaring.
Snaring does not require much skill on the
part of the hunter and is fairly inexpensive
because snares can be made easily at home
or purchased cheaply.

Excessive bile extraction and poor living
conditions for the bears has also meant that
most captive bears survive only four to five
years. Some farmers even admitted to
killing captive bears after they reached 8
years of age. In the wild, Asiatic black bears
and sun bears are known to live to an
average of 25 years.

We conducted an online market survey focusing on
Facebook — as the number one social media platform in
Vietnam. Survey was conducted from October 2015 —
April 2016. A total of 46 Facebook accounts, with 2490
advertisements and 26498 wildlife products were found.
The most frequently traded wildlife products on
Facebook were: Elephant products, followed by live
tortoise and turtle. Big cat (Tiger, Leopard, and clouded
leopard) were also often found on Facebook with bear
products. Rare items, such as rhino and pangolin
products are opportunistically advertised.

News on poaching and smuggling of African rhino is
flooding the media. However, not many mentions
information on court-cases, sentences and fines that
arrested criminals face. In this report, we looked at 50
cases reported on online news related to Vietnamese
offenders and/or seizures of rhino horn in Vietham, from
2012 — 4 first months of 2018.

In addition, an mobile app is going to be launched by
beginning of next year to help the public to locate refill
drinking water stations across Vietnam and Indonesia. This
is a result of a collaboration between WildAct and Refill My
Bottle.

NATIONAL CAPACITY PROGRAM

A memorandum of understanding (MoU)
was signed between WildAct and the
Center for Environment and Rural
Development at Vinh University on a
national capacity building project, in which
for the first time a course on Monitoring
Illegal Wildlife Trade were introduced at a
master degree level in Vietnam. This
course will no doubt add crucial value to
the regional and global efforts in
combating illegal trade of wildlife products
in the long term, especially when Vietnam
is still considered as one of the largest
illegal trade hubs, transit and consumer
countries.

In addition, the MoU also included a short
course on Animal Welfare and Wildlife in
Captivity.

Both courses are expected to start running
from January 2019. WildAct is committed
to provide two scholarships and research
funding for excellent Vietnamese students
who committed to work in these fields.
Students from other university are
welcome to apply.
